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WWII Women Pilots to Receive Medals

WASHINGTON -- The first women to fly U.S. military
aircraft will be given gold medals to honor their service to the
country under a bill signed Wednesday by President Obama.

About 300 of the 1,000 or so women who were members of
the World War ltera Women Airforce Service PilotsWASPs
for short-- are still alive to receive their Congressional Gold
Medals. The rest will go to the pilots' families.

Created during World War 11, the allomen unit's primary
mission was flying nortcombat military missions in the United
States to free up their male counterparts for combat. They flew
virtually every type of U.S. military aircraft that existed at the
time.
